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This booklet has been prepared for those interested in how the bible answers the questions in our Religion survey and to help the Bible student understand his Bible and discuss what the world believe about the word of God and Religion.

Our prayer is that the word of God will minister grace and goodness to your heart and food for your Soul and that you will find delight in the Scriptures.
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KEEP THE BIBLE OUT FRONT IN BIBLE STUDY
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1.  Make affirmations by reading the Bible.

2.  Answer questions by referring to the Bible. “Lets see what the Bible teaches on that question”

3.  Do double takes to help the prospect. Try this:  “Read that verse again.” 

1. Additional corroboration – “Now please read with me.”

2. Ask the prospect, “what did the Bible say?” Or “What did God say?”  Avoid asking what do you think or this is how I see it.

SUGGESTIONS

1.   The teacher should always seek God’s help and seek to glorify Christ. He should be sincere,  

        kind, loving, and direct.

2.   The study sheets are arranged to be filled out with the help of the teacher. Never leave a learner a sheet to be filled out without assistance.

3.   Never more than two workers should be present for a study. Only one should present the lesson and the other should listen, if there are two.

4.   These lessons are concise and to the point. Without introduction or conclusion. This gives the teacher an opportunity to adapt each lesson to the situation. All introductions should be brief and to the point.

5.   Sit side by side with the learner at a table if possible and read out of the same Bible. The teacher should find Bible references unless the learner is familiar with the Bible. He should read the passages, letting the learner read the words which go into the blanks except in cases where the learner is a good reader. One would do well to point to the words which go into the blanks as they are being read, then write such in the blanks. Let the leaner tell what should go into each blank.

6.   The teacher should stay with the study sheet. Its effectiveness depends on the development of the lesson in orderly fashion. Answer to questions not related to the study should be reserved for a later time, except in cases where one cannot continue to study unless the question is answered. The teacher should answer in the simplest, briefest manner, and in the way easiest to be understood. He should ask for time to study if he cannot show the answer in the Bible.

7.   Adapt to the learning speed of the learner. Beware of moving too rapidly or too slowly.

8.   The worker should ask a question when he is not sure the leaner has understood a point. Take time to study more carefully any passage not clearly understood by the learner. Do not continue to dwell on a point the learner understands.
9.   In concluding, briefly go back over the lesson to see if the learner has understood and obeyed those things contained in the lesson. Any questions yet in the mind of the learner should be discussed.

10.    If the learner understands, seek to bring him to obedience. If he refuses after the teacher    

          has tried to answer objections; leave the lesson sheet; suggest they study it with the 

          Bible; and set up a time to study later.

11.    Always seek for a decision at the close of each lesson. In so doing one can feel out the  effect of  

          the lesson and may bring him to obey.

12.    Use the “Salvation Sheet” first. One study is all some people will permit. Study of this sheet first  

          assures that the teacher will not walk away without being permitted to tell the prospect what    

          Christ wants him to do to be saved. The order of the other sheets should be determined by the  

          direction the study goes. 

13.    If the learner invites or request additional lesson. The teacher should ask if the learner have  

         any question from the previous lesson.
